4. Introduction

Why an Enabler Poll?

Most members have limited resources for OMA participation and need to prioritize efforts. Members may depend on work that is beyond their control e.g. IOP tests depend on manufacturers providing products. Non-manufacturers therefore depend on others for obtaining an Approved Enabler Release. 

Work item population is not always an accurate measure for market demand. Non manufacturers (operators, content providers, ...) do not always participate in specification work, but are potential buyers and users of OMA technology.
