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1 Reason for Contribution

To update REL on the thoughts re releasing an updated Pictogram specification and seek concurrence and answers to some questions.
2 Summary of Contribution

MAE has updated REL already on the situation re Pictogram
Currently OMA has inherited an existing specification from the WAP Forum called WAP Pictogram. The inherited material comprises:

a) the existing WAP Forum approved Pictogram specification WAP-213-WAPInterPic-20010406-a
b) rolled up SIN 101, WAP-213_101-WAPInterPic-20011123-a
c) rolled up SIN 102, WAP-213_102-WAPInterPic-20011128-a
A Problem Report (PR) was raised earlier this year re Pictogram (see PR 0019 at http://www.opengroup.org:8000/wap2/publicpr/PRSummary )

The PR was addressed in MAE documents OMA-MAE-2005-0124 and -0124R01 to resolve the minor issue, i.e. the inadvertent drop of support from WML 1.3 in the SINs when Pictogram was aligned with WAP V2.0 as the intent was to support Pictogram in both WML 1.3 and beyond and XHTML Mobile Profile.

The question of releasing the bug fix was more involved. Rolling the CR into a SIN would have been one choice but there was concern raised at this approach  - its not consistent with the OMA processes. An alternative would be to rollup the two existing SINs plus the changes from OMA-MAE-2005-0124R01 and release as a WAPF document. There were concerns re this as well. The final approach discussed was to produce a new version of the Pictogram spec as an OMA deliverable and give it a reasonable version and name. This latter approach was adopted in the REL call and a Pictogram V1.1 proposed for the OMA update release.
The mechanics of releasing the specification was not determined and I had an action to discuss with MAE and IOP. The issue in essence was whether a separate ETR would be needed for Pictogram if released as a separate enabler. This has been investigated and the outcome is the following proposal which IOP and MAE are OK with.
a) Pictogram spec will be V1.1 – containing the rollup of the SINs onto the base WAP-213-WAPInterPic-20010406-a document plus the Class 2/3 bug-fix/editorial CR, template change etc.
A proposed initial version is contained in OMA-MAE-2005-0241-Contribution_of_updated_Pictogram_spec for MAE’s consideration

b) It will be included in updates to Browsing 2.1, 2.2 and 2.3 and potentially thereafter
This requires

a. Updates to the ERELD (see OMA-MAE-2005-0239-CR_Browsing_ERELD_re_Pictogram ) re references 
b. Updates to the WAESpec (see OMA-MAE-2005-0240-CR_WAESpec_re_Pictogram) re references 

c. Updates to the ETR (see OMA-MAE-2005-0238-CR_Browsing_ETR_re_Pictogram) re references and addressing the section dealing with Pictogram, i.e. removing some text to make the ETRs contained in the Browsing ETR the specific ones rather than allowing them to be used only in the absence of others 
Officially this is a new version of a spec. But in reality the only changes are a bug-fix which had Pictogram already been in OMA format it would have been a simple class 2/3 change notification to TP and approval by the Board.

This MAE requests REL to consider the above and if agreeable indicate their concurrent. REL are also asked how to expeditiously, with minimum effort, get this updated Pictogram through approval. Clearly the process says it requires a consistency review. Since it’s a WAP Forum approved spec and a Class 2/3 CR being applied so advice from REL is requested on how to handle this. What about the precursory steps, e.g. ADRR (there is no AD as it’s an enhancement of Browsing using standard techniques), RDRR (there is no RD per se though the motivations are defined in the spec.
