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1 Reason for Contribution

There is an outstanding action to make a proposal to update the Publications web page to include White Papers and Reference Releases. In addition it was suggested to provide links to RD,s ADs, Enablers, ETSs, etc, from the Publications Index page.
R01 incorporates the comments received on the conference call on 16th March.

2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution puts forward a first proposal to gather feedback on the best way this should be achieved.
3 Detailed Proposal




To summarize the changes, the pages have been updated as follows:
· removal of links for RD/AD/ETS at the top and removal of corresponding pages 
· addition of RDs/ADs/White Paper/Reference Release Publication Types as well as links (via copyright click-through) to these documents on the index page. 
· 2 phases - candidate/approved versions merged into 1 column 
· IMS in OMA is provided as an example of a Reference Release. For the moment the structure of the Reference Release page has still to be decided. It would probably be very similar to an Enabler Release page but without the ETSs and any other components which are not part of that particular Reference Release.
· DRM 2.0 Enabler page has updated with the proposed layout for Enablers, and ETS on the same page. As agreed on a previous call, the layout for Enablers now matches the Enabler Archives layout. i.e. the enabler is displayed into one single table. (http://member.openmobilealliance.org/ftp/rel/info/Pending_BOD_approval/drm_v2_0_TEST.html)
Note the White paper is a direct link (no click-through file) as is from the Technical Section for consistency.
R 01 Addresses the following points which were raised on the conference call.
1. Future updates of the documents should not include a link to a web page on the OMA portal that can change, as it will otherwise be hard to later on go back and understand what changes that are being suggested.

2. White papers that are not associated with an enabler release would be part of reference releases. In fact, all items on the page would either be enabler releases or reference releases, including the RDs that would be released prior to that the whole release is available. 

3. In the main index table, the “Status” need to be separated from the “version” column so that there would be two columns. There should be a separate column with the document reference (link to the file). The “OMA” name should be used consistently in the names of the releases.

4. If several versions of releases would exist, there should be ways to indicate which ones that would be preferred to implement. There need to be some general information about the stability of candidate vs. approved releases. The latest approved version of an enabler release is the one to be recommended to implement, earlier approved versions could be given less visual status (suggested to use icons or pull-down menus). But we also want to encourage primarily members to implement candidate versions for the enabler validation activities. Whether we as a general rule can say that the latest candidate version of a candidate enabler release is to be implemented was a topic which was debated and which where was no consensus about.

5. The text before the table on the main index page also need to be updated to reflect that the page shows both enabler and reference releases. Also there should be some text related to ETSs. 
6. On the enabler release pages there should be consistent headings for the ETS and ERP tables

7. Also, for links to DTDs, Schemas etc. those links should be to the versions available via the DTD and Schema pages, rather than copies of these that only are available via click-through legal pages.

The first screen shot below addresses points 1,2,3,4 and part of 5.

The other points (part of 5, 6 and 7) are addressed in the second screen shot further down

© forming an enabler that can be implemented in products and solutions and which can be tested
forinteroperabiliy, or
© forming an enabler that serves an altemative purpose, e.g. as a set of rules and guidslines for
developing other enablers.
« Phase 2 (Approved Enabler Release) - The enabler has undergone a period of public comment
(minimum 30 days) and in addition (or implementable enablers) completed the applicable
interoperabiliy validation.

Ol Reference Releases are analogous to Enabler Releases exceptthatthey are nottested and validated
