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1 Reason for Contribution

There is an outstanding action to make a proposal to update the Publications web page to include White Papers and Reference Releases. In addition it was suggested to provide links to RD,s ADs, Enablers, ETSs, etc, from the Publications Index page.
R01 incorporates the comments received on the conference call on 16th March.
R02 incorporates the comments made during the Vancouver face to face meeting, As substantial changes were made the contents of R01 have been replaced with the new proposal.
R03 includes the comments received on the conf call of 4th May:
· The text before the tables on the pages for Candidate and Approved releases needs to be revised to be more specific (also addressing RD, ADs, ETSs and white papers, as well as reference releases) and should probably be divided up so that the page with candidate material has explanations about how the candidate state is achieved while the approved material page has text about achieving final approval.

· The heading of the second column in the candidate release table is to be changed to “Available material”.

· Instead of using the (R) and (E) in the first columns of the tables, it was suggested to try to fit it in at the second column instead. The second column would contain text on what release it is and what it contains.

· The third snapshot page was deemed to be OK.
