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1 Reason for Contribution

Recently, the SyncML-DS enabler release V1.2 had its name changed to DS V1.2. As the enabler release and the specification it contains was in Candidate status and potentially was referenced by other enabler releases/work from other organisations, several practical questions came up as this change was to be carried out. In order to be able to handle future similar situations where names of specifications and other technical material (in particular that which is in Candidate and Approved status) change, it was suggested to put together a check list or similar where everything that needs to be considered when doing such change is listed. This input contribution contains such a list.
2 Summary of Contribution

The detailed proposal contains some key items to consider when changing the name of Technical material.
3 Detailed Proposal

OMA permanent documents in general have names built up as follows:

“OMA-“ {<Affiliate> ”-“} <DocType> {“_” <DocNum>} “-“ <FuncArea> ”-“ {<Vers> ”-“} <DateStr> ”-“ <State>
While the <DateStr> and <State> as per OMA process will change as the work progresses, it is not expected that the rest of the name is changing during the course of development of a new version of a certain document. 
Once a technical document (e.g. a Technical Specification, Requirements Document, Enabler Release Definition, Architecture Document, etc.) is published under a certain name, there is always a risk that a change of its name other than that caused by change of date or state will lead to problems. This is in particular true for public documents which also can be used by other organisations. While changes of names of draft documents can be seen as less of an issue, Candidate and Approved material is considered to be more stable and thus the names of such documents are not expected to change other than w r t date and state. However, there may be occasions when a WG sees the need to change the name of one or several technical documents and when that happens, the following needs to be considered.
Class of change for changes of a name of a technical document

As per the OMA Organization and Process Document, a change of a name for a specification is a class 3 change, editorial. This means that the Technical Plenary would be notified of a change of a technical document, rather than be requested to approve the name change.

Version number when changing the name of a technical document

It is recommended that the version number as was used before the name change is preserved so that it is possible to track the progression of the document back against older versions of the document with the old name.

Items to consider before the notification to TP 

1. If the document that will have its name changed belongs to one or several releases (including different versions of the release), there is a need to check the other documents belonging to the same release(s) to see whether they reference the document that has its named changed. If so, these documents too need to be updated. The Enabler/Reference Release Definition for the corresponding impacted release(s) also needs to be updated, both in the reference chapter and the chapter which list the exact content of the release (including date and state of the documents).

Items to consider after the notification to TP

2. The document that has had its name changed may also be referenced by other OMA documents which are not part of the same release as it is. The working group owning the document that has its name changed may be aware of what other documents are impacted, but is also recommended to highlight the name changes to other OMA working groups that potentially could have documents that reference the document. All documents that reference the document which is having its name changed will then need to be updated.
3. The document may also be referenced by documents owned by other organisations. The working group owning the document that has its name changed may be aware of what other organisations that are impacted and can contact these to make them aware of what has happened.

4. When the updated document is published on the public web site, special attention should be given to marking the document as having had its name changed; also highlighting what name has been used in the past.
