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1 Reason for Contribution

OMA currently maintains some dependency information via the Work Programme. There is also a static web page on the public web site at http://www.openmobilealliance.org/collaborating/ietf.html.
As there is a lot of overlap between these two sources of information, it would seem to make sense to merge them.

R01 makes substantial changes based on the feedback from Ileana.
2 Summary of Contribution

After discussions with Ileana, it was decided that a different approach would be more suited to the current way of working.

The contribution is composed of the following sections:
I) Analysis and comparison of the information on the IETF Dependencies page and OMA WP 
Some information is not currently captured in the OMA WP. In some cases further clarification is required.
II) Data Capture. A mechanism is required to allow Ileana to update the IETF Dependencies web page (http://www.openmobilealliance.org/collaborating/ietf.html) and to capture the information provided and make it available to the OMA Work Programme.
III) Other External dependencies. A similar mechanism should be provided for updating the external dependencies pages for 3GPP, 3GPP2 .
IV) Update of WP tool.  The information captured when the page is updated should be made available to the WP and used to generate the IETF section of the WP external dependencies report. The current screens used by the WISPR champions to record external dependencies should be suppressed.

II)  Data capture mechanism.



A mechanism is required to allow Ileana to generate the IETF external dependencies page which can also store the information in such a way that it is also available via the Work Programme.
This may be a form which is filled out which stores the data in a database from which the IETF web page is generated.



III) Other External dependencies. 

A similar mechanism should be provided for updating the external dependencies pages for 3GPP, 3GPP2 etc This should be discussed with the people responsible for  tracking the external dependencies with these organizations.
IV) Update of the Work Programme tool.

The Work Programme tool will need to be updated to remove the screens used by the WISPR champions to enter the external dependencies.
The screens need to be updated to display the external dependencies information from the new source.

The External dependiency reports will need to be updated to use the new source of information

The other reports which include external dependency information will also need to be aligned with the new source.
