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1 Reason for Contribution

During the REL closing session in Beijing, it was discovered that the current feature requests for portal development related to Reference Releases did not sufficiently address the WISPR planning of these. 
2 Summary of Contribution

This input contribution aims to provide additional requirements on the portal to allow the full planning/follow-up of plans for the whole life-cycle for Reference Releases.
3 Detailed Proposal

Document OMA-REL-2006-0057R01-Portal_changes_for_Reference_Releases contains some initial requirements for changes to the Portal to support the introduction of reference releases. That document has been submitted as a feature request for future portal development. In addition to what is being requested there, the following will also be needed:
· On the “Enabler Details” page for a reference release (which according to document #57R1 is to have the title “Release Details”) there should not be a reference to the IOP schedule, as no IOP planning is relevant for reference releases. The same goes for all other pages which in the case of specific enabler releases have references the IOP schedule.
· On the WISPR schedule page for a reference release, some additional milestones need to be inserted after the “Enabler Package Approved as Candidate” milestone (which should be changed to “Release Package Approved as Candidate”). Specifically there should be milestones for:

· Start of public review of release

· End of public review of release

· Release Package approval (this milestone is identical to that in the IOP schedule planning and should ideally be the same data field in the underlying database).

· Related to the previous, there is also a need to make some changes to the tool that produce the work programme reports so that it take these new milestones into account and omit not relevant milestones in the reports.

· The reports should only contain planning information for those deliverables that are relevant for a release. For reference releases, they should therefore not contain any IOP planning date but instead the three new milestones identified above.

· For the duration of phases report, the time period that is to be measured for reference releases is “Public review period” instead of “Interoperability”. The “Approval” period for a reference release would be the time between “End of public review of release” and “Release package approval”,
4 Intellectual Property Rights
