Most of the milestones correspond to a known and measureable event. DSO are aware of these events and can therefore update the achieved dates within one working day of the event.

The contribution lists each of the milestones the event which indicates that it is achieved, and the DSO who would be responsible for updating the Work Programme.

Some achieved dates are not so easily measureable. DSO would like to initiate a discussion via REL to have a set definition for these which will be used by DSO to update the milestones.
