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1 Reason for Change

As part of the OMA Quality and Time to Market Improvement (QATI) ad hoc group discussions, the role and tools of the REQ WG were discussed. Some issues were identified (non exhaustive list):

1. OMA RD development used to take too much time

2. Optional requirements sometimes become in interoperability issues in the developed products (since optional requirements are not mandated to be tested).

3. RDs were sometimes too broad, not well scoped.

REQ WG has discussed these issues and has decided to make some changes to the RD Template in order to improve this situation.

Summary of the changes:

· Use cases simplified and moved to an annex (to improve issue 1)

· It is recommended that for optional requirements, background information about the reason of marking requirement as optional is given (to improve issue 2)

· Concept of functional modules [groups of related requirements that conforms an Enabler functionality] is introduced. A functional module can be mandatory or optional, and interoperability tests can be divided in test such functional modules (to improve issue 2)

· Include a section of Enabler description (to improve issue 3)

2 Impact on Backward Compatibility

New RDs in OMA should follow this new Template. Already developed RDs, or ongoing RDs could or could not be updated to the new template. Just in the case the technical Working Group decides to update an RD to a new Template, there is no problems on the compatibility, since the proposed changes to the normative requirements only add on top of what OMA had and not delete any information.
