· Simplified the text on joint meetings. Refer to other sections in the Process Document, rather than duplicating text on decisions, agendas, etc.

· Simplified the IPR section, by removing the text that meetings may be face-to-face or electronic. The IPR process applies to all meetings.

Change 1:  Proposed changes to section 8 “Meetings”
8. Meetings

8.1 Meeting Notice Period

Meeting notices shall be posted on the group’s web page in advance, and SHALL additionally be communicated to the OMA membership.
 The meeting notice shall identify the date, time, location, period, purpose and shall be accompanied by the initial draft agenda of the meeting.  

The following minimum advance notice shall be given for meetings:-

(i.e. availability of an official Meeting Notice)

8.1.1 
In case a meeting is rescheduled 



(e.g. change of venue, change of time), the original meeting notice SHALL be used for the required minimum notice period for the rescheduled meeting, subject to the rescheduled meeting taking place no sooner than the originally planned meeting. A modified meeting notice SHALL be issued no less than 10 days before the meeting.
In case of change of venue, a venue SHALL be selected that is generally accessible to OMA members and does not present a time barrier for travel (e.g. time to obtain a visa is longer than the new announcement interval).

8.2 Participation in Meetings and Votes

Participation in meetings and voting shall be open to all OMA members subject to their Membership Rights.

8.3 Joint Meetings

Joint Meetings MAY be called for discussion between groups, and MAY involve any number of groups at any level of OMA. Deciding to hold joint meetings SHALL be agreed by the officers of the groups involved.
Provisions regarding document availability (section 12.5) and decision making (section 11) SHALL apply to Joint Meetings.
 If items are addressed which were not previously notified then any decisions on such items SHALL be provisional and MUST be ratified by the participating groups.

A regular meeting MAY be converted into a joint meeting without the need for an additional Meeting Notice Period (see 8.1), however the Meeting Notice SHALL be communicated via all the involved groups’ mailing lists in advance of the joint meeting.

8.4 IPR Calls in Meetings

OMA meetings SHALL have an IPR call where a reminder of the IPR policy and the duties and obligations of OMA members is provided. The text for the reminder notice will be documented in an appropriate format and may be revised as needed.

A member MAY make an informal disclosure during a meeting. The meeting minutes SHALL note any such disclosures.
 The IPR call and any informal disclosure in a meeting does not remove the obligation for member companies to formally disclose their IPR. More details on the IPR disclosure policy is documented in the OMA IPR Procedural Guidelines [OMAIPR] document. All OMA members are contractually bound to the IPR policy under terms of the Membership Application and these IPR Guidelines must be followed by members.
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
