Re “A member MAY make an informal disclosure during a meeting.”: It should not be allowed to discuss any technical details of IPR in meetings. At the most, a member should be able to state their intent to make a formal disclosure since any other discussion could compromise the legal position of all members in the meeting. There should be no such thing as an informal disclosure – the disclosure is an important legal statement and must be made according to the rules for them.
Musa suggested that we should look into whether there are any legal reasons to keep this text.
Richard asked if we cannot point to the IPR policy instead.
Musa agreed to take as an action to draft a CR to remove the applicable text.
