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5 Device Profiles Evolution (DPE) release description

(Informative)

The goal of the Device Profiles Evolution (DPE) enabler is to define an enhanced device profiles mechanism which allows a device to convey Dynamic Device Properties to an Application Service Provider in real time, thereby ensuring that the Application Service Provider can provide content best suited to the capabilities of the device at that time.

5.1 End-to-end Service Description

From the end-to-end service description, some of the benefits introduced by DPE are:
· DPE provides a client/server protocol framework and data vocabulary for monitoring of device static and dynamic capabilities, e.g. battery, screen size, available networks

· DPE will simplify delivery of a seamless service experience under the diverse service/network context represented by evolution to LTE (including extended dual-mode 3G/LTE operation), and other networks (e.g. WiFi)

· DPE is complementary with the device capability data model developed by W3C

· DPE as a tool could be used by OMTP’s BONDI  for its default vocabulary 

· DPE could be used on differentiating charging (tethering mode).
