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1 Reason for Contribution

OMA is reinitiating requirements activities related to Presence and Instant Messaging technology. The requirements work effort will involve joint work between the OMA REQ WG, providing requirements expertise, and the OMA IMPS WG, providing subject area expertise. This effort is expected to yield key use cases and prioritized requirements for both Presence and Instant Messaging mobile service enablers.

There have been numerous prior efforts to produce requirements for Presence and Instant Messaging. In addition, the scope of the requirements efforts covers numerous service enablers (e.g., Presence, Instant Messaging and Group Management). Some of these efforts include requirements work within the IETF, 3GPP, 3GPP2, WAP Forum and OMA. 

The existence of prior requirements work, as well as the coordination of requirements on multiple, related service enablers presents a situation that would be facilitated by prior agreement on some terms of reference (ToR) for this work. This contribution provides a proposal such a set of ToR for developing these requirements.

2 Summary of Contribution

This input contribution proposes ToR for the OMA REQ WG and OMA IMPS WG jointly developing Presence and Instant Messaging requirements.

3 Detailed Proposal

The following details define a proposed ToR for the joint development of Presence and Instant Messaging requirements.

3.1 Work Methods

The requirements work could proceed afresh or could leverage previous requirements work covering Presence and Instant Messaging technology. Since there is substantial previous requirements efforts covering these two service enablers, it is recommended that the OMA REQ WG and OMA IMPS WG leverage the existing work. In particular, it is recommended that the following work methods be used:

1. Terminology be referenced from published 3GPP presence, IMS messaging and group management requirements documents, where ever possible. The rationale for this proposal is two fold. First, it makes sense that OMA utilize mobile domain terms. The 3GPP terminology meets this criterion. Second, the 3GPP terminology is already heavily reference by 3GPP2 requirements for Immediate Messaging. It makes no sense to re-invent duplicate or redundant terminology. Terminology and common vocabulary often expends significant time in standards development activities. Referencing existing mobile domain terminology will save a significant amount of schedule time and will avoid redundant industry terminology.

2. Informative Use Cases be based on 2002 OMA IMPS WG input contributions by Oz Communications and Motorola. In addition, the use cases provided by 2003 Sprint input contribution. Of course, participants will have additional use case proposals to consider. This provides a broad set of initial use cases. 

3. Normative detailed requirements be based on collation of 2002 WAP Forum IM Drafting Committee requirements, 2002 OMA IMPS WG requirements, 3GPP2 Immediate Messaging requirements, as well as 3GPP “stage 1” requirements for Presence, IMS Messaging and Group Management that can be tied to accepted OMA informative use cases.

3.2 Document Structuring

Since the OMA TP is currently finalizing consideration of a restructuring the OMA IMPS WG such that Presence and Instant Messaging service enabler work is separated, it is proposed that separate documents be created for, first, the OMA Presence and, second, the Instant Messaging requirements.

3.3 Individual Requirement Classification

Individual Presence or Instant Messaging requirements should be classified by the following criteria:

1. Unique Identifier – Each individual requirement shall have an unique identifier that will permit reference from outside the context of the requirements documents (e.g., from test specifications).

2. Source – Each individual requirement shall specify the source, stakeholder or owner that originated the requirement (e.g., 3GPP2).

3. Description – Each individual requirement shall specify a terse prose definition of the need or requirement.

4. Release Number – A number in the range (1..3), indicating which release of the detailed specification release is intended for the individual requirement. The numbers correspond to either the initial (i.e, a 1), secondary (i.e., a 2) or some later (i.e., a 3) release of the detailed specification.

5. Priority – A number in the range (1..3), corresponding to the requirement level as defined by IETF RFC2119. Where 1=MUST, 2=SHOULD, 3=OPTIONAL. The Priority or Requirement Level indicates the “optionality” of the requirement in compliant implementations. This criterion is important to provide requirements phase guidance to interoperability test specification in later specification phases.

6. Related Requirement – The unique identifier of one or more requirements related to the individual requirement. Relationships can be inclusive or exclusive. Such relationships between requirements are important information for further staged detailed specification definition.

7. Use Case – The unique identifier of the use case(s) that predicates the individual requirement. 

8. Additonal Information or Comment – Notation of informational value in understanding the individual requirement.

The following spreadsheet might be useful in specifying individual requirements with these criteria. Each individual requirement would be specified in an individual row in the spreadsheet.
