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1 Reason for Contribution

The current PoC RD describes auto-answer/manual answer features that give the called user complete control over whether to accept an incoming call.  There is a market requirement for the caller to be able to override such user desires for many applications of PoC.  This requirement is known as “Instant Talk“.  “Instant Talk” PoC calls are distinguished from “Talk Request” calls, which are subject to a manual or automated user acceptance decision.
2 Summary of Contribution

The current PoC RD refers to auto and manual answer features only in passing.  For example user Case G says:

If group members are in a automatic accept mode of call acceptance, typically associated with having high audio /speaker phone operation, the called parties are automatically joined to the group call.  Otherwise, if they are in an invited mode of call acceptance, the called parties have the option of accepting or rejecting the group call invitation. 

No formal requirement is currently stated, presumably since the feature as described can be managed locally to the UE.  

This feature gives the called party complete control over whether to accept or reject an incoming session invitation.  Thus PoC as currently described does not provide for normal “walkie-talkie” behaviour, where the caller is automatically heard by the callee so long as the callee is physically available.  
This behaviour is an identified market requirement and is supported in currently operational proprietary PoC systems.  In some applications it will be the normal mode of communications.  In others it will be abnormal, or there will be a need to prevent it.  The proposal is intended to define the requirement and appropriate restrictions on its use.
3 Detailed Proposal

The following additional text is proposed:

6.2.X Instant Talk and Talk Request PoC Calls

· The PoC Service SHALL permit a caller to place a call in “Instant Talk” mode.

· A called user terminal SHALL support reception of “Instant Talk” calls.

· If an “Instant Talk” call is received, the call SHALL be automatically accepted by the called party, except in the following circumstances:

· The called party is busy on another call which cannot be pre-empted by the caller,

· The called party has declared an availability status of Do Not Disturb, 
· The called party or the network operator has blocked access by the caller, or
· The called party has elected to block all incoming  “Instant Talk” calls,

· A caller’s user terminal MAY be configured to use “Instant Talk” as the default calling mode.

· If a call is not in “Instant Talk” mode it is in “Talk Request” mode.  Talk request” calls are subject to an acceptance decision by the called party.  The acceptance decision MAY be manual or it MAY be automated.

5 Recommendation

Review the suggested additions to 6.2 defining the Instant Talk option, and agree to incorporate this text or something substantially similar into the next version of the PoC RD.
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
