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1 Reason for Contribution

This contribution is submitted to complete an action from the Berlin TP session on PoC.

2 Summary of Contribution

The RD mentions the term session and call several times and it is not always clear what each term means. This contribution proposes definitions for these terms and introduces a definition for talk burst, which is a term that is also used in the PoC RD.

The definitions proposed below clarify that a PoC call involves the actual exchange of speech of communications determined by the user’s interaction with a PoC call function, e.g. button. For any PoC call to take place, a PoC session has to be established between the participant and PoC service provider. This is a long-lived association between the users and service provider that allows those users to communicate in a half-duplex manner, i.e. make PoC calls.

3 Detailed Proposal

The following additional definitions are to be added to section  “3.2 Definitions”, of the draft PoC RD: -

	PoC Session
	A long lived association between a PoC Participant and Service Provider, over which half-duplex PoC speech communication and signaling is sent to establish PoC Calls


	PoC Call
	A set of one or more talk bursts having a single call identifier, sent between two or more participants, and of some limited duration terminated either by timeout by the supporting network entities or by explicit termination by the participant.



	Talk Burst
	Communication transmitted when a participant invokes a PoC call and speaks after being granted permission and until he releases the PoC call function.
