4. Introduction

Presence service allows the user to provide an indication as to their availability to be contacted.  This information can be used by other users or services as allowed by policy and access rights.  The presence information can be provided by elements in the network, applications on the device, by the user, or any combination of these.  This information is managed by a presence server in the home network.  Other users or applications can access this information by sending a request to the presence server and providing credentials to validate that it has authority to receive the information.

Presence is not a standalone service enabler, but is used to enhance other enablers.  Presence can be used to enhance enablers such as multimedia messaging, instant messaging, and push-to-talk over cellular.  Presence enhances these enablers by allowing the user to “see” who is available for these services.
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
