1 Reason for Change

This contribution provides proposed changes in the PoC RD in response to comments received from the formal RD review and as documented in the RDRR version 3 dated 2004-01-19.
RDRR Comments: #190, 191 and192.
Chapters impacted are 6.2.9.1 Multiple group operation – no primary group;  and 6.2.9.2  multiple group operation – one primary group and secondary group(s).

6 Detailed Change Proposal

6.2.9.1   Multiple group operation: no primary groups

· PoC subscriber SHALL be able to monitor multiple PoC group sessions.
· PoC subscriber SHALL start to hear traffic from any group where communication starts first. 

· The user PoC subscriber SHALL get identification for whichever group traffic is being received.
· When the user PoC subscriber wants to talk or listen into a group, he/she SHALL be able to select the group to which group he will to talk.  Once a group has been selected, the PoC subscriber SHALL continue to hear traffic from that group until the discussion ends, or when he takes another action (e.g. deactivates talk-bursts or selects another group session for talking/listening).  While talking or listening to the selected group session, he SHALL be able to continue monitoring the other group sessions.  

· If there is traffic in more than one group at the same time, there SHOULD be a means to filter the traffic so that the user PoC subscriber only hears a single conversation at a time.  Traffic from the selected group session SHALL have higher priority over traffic from the other groups being monitored. The affected participants whose talk-bursts are being filtered SHOULD not be notified.   

· PoC subscriber SHOULD continue hearing traffic from the same group until the discussion has ended. 

· When the user PoC subscriber is talking, his/her transmission SHOULD not be interrupted because of traffic in another group, i.e. transmission SHOULD have higher priority than reception. 

6.2.9.2   Multiple group operation: one primary group and secondary group(s) 

In case the user has a primary group and secondary group(s), the following requirements are additional to the requirements in chapter 6.2.9.1
Secondary Group traffic behaviours:
 

· If   As long as there is no traffic in the primary group, the user PoC subscriber SHALL receive traffic from secondary groups according to the requirements described in chapter 6.2.9.1

· The user PoC subscriber SHOULD be able to lock himherself temporarily into one of the secondary groups for talking and listening.  and thus, suspend the listening of all other groups   Once a group has been selected, the PoC subscriber SHALL continue to hear traffic from that group until the discussion ends, or when he takes another action (e.g. deactivates talk-bursts or selects another group session for talking/listening).  While talking or listening to the selected group session, he SHALL be able to continue monitoring the other group sessions.
· As long as there is traffic in the primary group, the SHALL continue hearing it, until the discussion has ended
Primary Group traffic behaviours:
· Traffic in the primary group always has higher priority than traffic in any secondary groups.  As soon as vVoice in the primary group arrives it SHALL be received immediately, even if the user PoC subscriber was receiving voice in a secondary group. The voice in the primary group MAY be received immediately, if the PoC subscriber was transmitting voice in a secondary group.
· The affected participants whose talk-bursts are being filtered SHOULD not be notified.   

· When the user wants to talk or listen into a group, it SHALL be possible to have the primary group as the default target.

· The user PoC subscriber MAY be able to change his/her primary group
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
