1 Reason for Contribution

Provide comments and recommendations for changes to document OMA-RD_IMSinOMA-V1_0-20040203-D.

2 Summary of Contribution

This is a very valuable contribution. However, we recommend to position it not as normative OMA requirements but rather as an informative document. This document would help developers of OMA service enablers to build the functions required by some OMA enabler interfaces (eg. PoC, PAG) based on functions provided by IMS interfaces. 

3 Detailed Proposal

Comments:

1.  Section 1 states the following:

“This Requirement Document (RD) defines the common requirements to enable OMA service enablers to utilize capabilities of the IP Multimedia Sybsystem (IMS) as defined by 3GPP and 3GPP2. The information contained in this RD is applicable for OMA working groups that are developing service enablers on top of the IMS capabilities.”

The 3GPP/3GPP2 IMS is one of the infrastructure frameworks on top of which OMA service enablers such as Presence and Push-to-talk can be implemented. However it isn’t the only one. For example, in the case of Presence there are multiple frameworks including IMS, Jabber, and Wireless Village. OMA requirements, in line with OMA’s infrastructure-agnostic principle should not be concerned with how OMA interfaces are mapped to specific infrastructure frameworks. Such work is very valuable as an informative contribution, but should be considered out of scope for OMA normative requirements efforts.

Recommendation:  Change the positioning of this document from a Requirements document to an Informative document that describes how to implement a subset of OMA service enablers by mapping their OMA service enabler interfaces to IMS interfaces.

2.  The 3GPP references in section 2.1 should be moved to section 2.2, Informative references.
3.   Section 6.  Recommendation:  Change wording in the section to reflect its informative purpose.

For example, the second sentence in Section 6.1.1.says:

“The security and authentication mechanisms of the IMS SHALL be trusted and used by the IMS related service enablers.”

We recommend replacing with:

“The security and authentication mechanisms of the IMS may be used by IMS-related service enabler implementations.”

Reason: Developers of OMA enablers such as PoC, Presence, and Instant Messaging, shouldn’t be required to implement security requirements based on IMS security functions. There are several choices for authentication systems. In addition, security requirements for PoC, Presence, and IM should include more than authentication and secure transport. Security for these enablers should also be concerned with complex privacy issues, as well as exchange of security capabilities among service providers. These type of requirements are being developed within the OMA Identity Management (IM) REQ subgroup and should be applicable across all OMA service enablers.

Other sections with normative approach should be modified to reflect the informative purpose of the document.

The OMA group charted with investigating IMS issues considers these changes and approves them.
