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1 Reason for Contribution

During the discussion of the IMSinOMA RDRR many issues have been raised about the interoperability implications of the use of IMS in OMA, and whether they lie within the scope of the IMS WI.

This contribution is provided for information, as an attempt to clarify those issues.

Except for this sentence, this contribution is the same as OMA-ARC-2004-0062-IMSWIScopeAndInteroperability, and is provided as a REQ document for extra visibility.

2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution proposes a pictorial view of the scope of the IMS WI, in order to understand the interoperability  considerations that fall within this scope.

3 Detailed Proposal

The following figure shows the interfaces which have been mentioned during the discussion of the IMSinOMA RDRR. For each set of interfaces:

· a mapping is provided to the list of outstanding open points in the IMSinOMA RDRR discussion

· based on the IMS WID, a statement on whether or not it is in the scope of the IMS WI is given

· interoperability issues for that set of interfaces are addressed.












Interfaces #1: interfaces between the IMS and an enabler that uses it. 

These interfaces map to part of Point #2 in the current IMSinOMA RDRR discussion: “Is interoperability between the IMS domain and other OMA enablers that provide functionalities also included in IMS or that require functionality also included in IMS in the scope of the OMA IMS WI?” – the first part, when these OMA enablers, that provide functionalities also included in IMS, do use the IMS; and the second part, concerning interoperability between the IMS domain and OMA enablers that require functionality included in the IMS.

These interfaces are in the scope of the IMS WI (quote from the WI: “define how OMA service enablers shall make use of capabilities provided by the 3GPP and 3GPP2 IP Multimedia Subsystem (IMS) when IMS is used”). This is reflected in the IMSinOMA RD as (quote from the scope of the RD: “This Requirement  Document (RD) defines the common requirements to enable OMA service enablers to  utilize capabilities of the IP Multimedia Sybsystem (IMS) as defined by 3GPP and  3GPP2”).

These interfaces are based on RFC 3261 compliant SIP.  
The IMS WI (and therefore the IMSinOMA RD and AD need to address interoperability requirements in these interfaces.

Interfaces #2: interfaces between the IMS domain an other networks.

These interfaces map to Point #1 in the current IMSinOMA RDRR discussion: “Is interoperability between the IMS domain and other SIP deployments in the scope of the OMA IMS WI?“

These interfaces are out of the scope of the IMS WI. They are also out of the scope of OMA.

Interoperability requirements on these interfaces need to be addressed by 3GPP/2.

Interfaces #3: interfaces between the IMS and an enabler that does not use it.

These interfaces map to part of Point #2 in the current IMSinOMA RDRR discussion: “Is interoperability between the IMS domain and other OMA enablers that provide functionalities also included in IMS or that require functionality also included in IMS in the scope of the OMA IMS WI?” – the first part, when these OMA enablers, that provide functionalities also included in IMS, don’t use the IMS. This is the only part if Point #2 that was not included in Interfaces #1.

These interfaces do not exist – OMA enablers that do not use IMS capabilities do not interface with the IMS.

These interfaces are out of the scope of both OMA and 3GPP/2.

Interfaces #4: interfaces between enablers that use IMS and others that don’t.

These interfaces map to Point #3 in the current IMSinOMA RDRR discussion: “Are requirements on interoperability between enablers that are based on IMS and any others in the scope of the OMA IMS WI?”

These interfaces are out of the scope of the IMS WI. They are in the scope of OMA.

Interoperability requirements on these interfaces need to be addressed in OMA, but not in the IMS WI.

Interfaces #5: interfaces between an enabler using IMS and another network.

These interfaces don’t map to any of the points in the current IMSinOMA RDRR discussion, but they have been mentioned during it.

These interfaces are out of the scope of the IMS WI. They are in the scope of OMA because enablers are not designed to be used on top of IMS exclusively.

Interoperability requirements on these interfaces need to be addressed in OMA, but not in the IMS WI.
