6 Detailed Change Proposal

6.1.8.   Presence Client 

The Presence client resides in the user equipment and performs presentity and watcher functions.

The Presence client SHALL 

· 
· Support the authentication with the Presence server (e.g. login session).
· Incorporate configuration data downloaded by the Presence  Server (e.g. over-the-air activation).
· Enable the user to manage locally the presence information. 
· Provide the capability to store and update/override presence information. 
· Publish/communicate, as a presentity, the user’s presence information to the Presence server.
· 
· Be able, as a watcher, to request the presence information of other users (i.e. subscribe).
· Be able, as a watcher, to specify conditions upon which presence notifications are generated and sent by the Presence service to the client. 
· Receive, as a watcher, presence information from the Presence Service, related to other users. 
· Support a function (e.g. animation) to announce incoming presence information.
The Presence Client SHOULD

· Support default presence settings (e.g. default profile, default groups) that it automatically selected when a device is powered up for the first time (5.2.5).
· Support synchronization with the Presence server settings (e.g. profiles).
· 
· 
· Provide an indication to a presentity when a watcher is not authorized to receive the requested presence information (i.e. authorization is needed), and MAY request reactive authorization from the Presentity in order to provide that information (5.2.3).

· Notify the presentity of the authorization/subscription status of watchers.

· Advertise the device capabilities to the Presence network server. (5.6.2)
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
