PoC session participant initiates a  messaging conversation  with other PoC  Session participant(s). PoC Participants receive an invitation to text chat session and may join in. When the text chat Session has been established the PoC Participants can  have both speech and messaging conversation at the same time
PoC voice session or PoC text chat session can be terminated individually or both at the same time. 

User initiates a PoC voice session with the participants of an active PoC text chat session. Participants of the session get an invitation to the voice session, join in and can either send text messages to each other or communicate using PoC voice. PoC voice session or PoC text session can be terminated individually or both at the same time.
