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1 Reason for Contribution

The PoC Enhancement WID 098 has been approved. The WID intends to enhance PoC release 1 and to provide new requirements and features for advanced PoC service.

In the RD stage, we would like to propose a new use case - Invitation Description and its requirements.
2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution presents the use case for Invitation Description and its requirements. The feature enables an inviter to describe any information, in text, such as who he/she is, why he/she invites, whom he/she is inviting for a PoC session and so on. Then, the invitee reads the description and decides whether to join the PoC session or not.

3 Detailed Proposal

The following proposes text for the PoC Enhancements RD.

5.  Use Cases

5.X  Invitation Description
5.X.1   ASK  \* MERGEFORMAT Short Description
When an inviter wants to invite other people for a PoC session, the inviter provides in the invitation freely described text information such as who the inviter is, what the inviter invites for, who else are being invited etc. The invited people can read the text description, getting more information on the invited PoC session and decide whether to join it or not. In this way, the invited people not only avoid joining an uninterested PoC session, but also avoid being charged for the uninterested PoC session.
5.X.2  Actors

· PoC subscribers: A, B, C, and D.
· PoC Host: A is acting as the host.
· PoC Application Service Infrastructure 
5.X.2.1  Actor Specific Issues 
PoC subscriber A:

· wants to provide some freely described text information in the invitation
PoC subscribers B, C and D:
· wants to get sufficient information about the PoC invitation, before they decide to join the PoC session.

5.X.2.2  Actor Specific Benefits

PoC subscribers B, C and D:

· get sufficient text information about the invited PoC session from the inviter A.
· decide whether to join the PoC session with the rich information provided by the inviter’s invitation.
PoC Application Service Infrastructure
· enjoys the good reputation about its PoC service.
5.X.3  Pre-conditions

· PoC subscribers A, B, C and D have text writing and reading capable terminals for PoC services.
· Some text description, for example inviter A’s name or address, may automatically be included in an invitation.
5.X.4  Post-conditions

· PoC participants finish their PoC communication and terminate their PoC session.
5.X.5  Normal Flow

1 To begin a PoC session, PoC subscriber A selects his friends or unfamiliar PoC subscribers B, and C from his/her phone book.
2 PoC subscriber A writes freely text description about the PoC invitation such as the reason to invite, information on the inviter, who else are being invited, the name/nickname of the invited, etc. Some text description, for example inviter A’s name or address, may automatically be included in the invitation. 
3 PoC subscriber A presses the “PoC” button and invites the PoC group members with the text description.
4 PoC subscribers B and C check PoC subscriber A’s text description and determine whether to join the PoC session. 
5 PoC subscriber B is not interested in the invitation and is concentrating attention on specific work, so decides not to join the PoC session.
6 PoC subscriber C is interested in the invitation and decides to join the PoC session.
7 PoC subscribers A and C enjoy the PoC session.
5.X.6  Alternative Flow

1 During a PoC session between PoC subscribers A and C, PoC subscriber A invites a PoC subscriber D.
2 PoC subscriber D receives PoC subscriber A’s invitation that includes such information as who is inviting, what the inviter invites for, who else are in the current PoC session, etc. Some text description, for instance, inviter A’s name or address, may automatically be included in an invitation.
3 PoC subscriber D is doing some work but PoC subscriber D feels more interest in the PoC session invitation so that PoC subscriber D decides to join the session.
4 PoC subscribers A, C  and D enjoy the PoC session.
5.X.7  Operational and Quality of Experience Requirements

· The time for initial call setup may be longer than the time taken between listening and speaking during a PoC session.
· A PoC Client should support the capability to produce audio tones, e.g. to indicate a new invitation has arrived.
