6.      Requirements

Requirements, definitions and abbreviations, architecture and functionality for PoC Version 2 MUST reuse PoC Version 1 specifications [PoC1-RD], [PoC1-AD], [PoC1-CP], [PoC1-UP] whenever possible.
6.2     Overall System Requirements

Systems compliant with PoC Version 2 specifications MUST also be compliant with a basic set of features of PoC Version 1 specifications.
To be PoC Version 1 compliant means:
1. Any PoC Version 2 network element that supports an interface defined in  PoC Version  2 MUST  support both  PoC Version 1 and 2 specifications for a basic set of functionality using that interface.  
2. Any PoC Version 1 network element MUST be able to connect to a PoC Version 2 network element using the PoC Version 1 specification for that interface, without any required upgrade or provisioning changes.
3. Any PoC Version 1 client MUST be able to connect to a PoC Version 2 capable network, without any required upgrade or provisioning changes.
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
