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1 Reason for Contribution

This document is intended to derive an initial set of high-level requirements based on the submitted use-cases: “OMA-REQ-2004-1008-Enhancements-to-existing-OSPE-life-cycle-use-case” and “OMA-REQ-2004-1016-OSPE-use-case-for-removal-of-application “.
2 Summary of Contribution

This document describes an initial set of high-level service life-cycle requirements.
3 Detailed Proposal


1. The Service Provider environment MUST support the ability to perform automatic configuration, installation and removal of components and applications.

2. The Service Provider environment MUST support the ability to perform upgrade of the Service Provider environment with the objective that ongoing sessions are not disrupted by the upgrade or replacement of existing components or applications.

3. The OSPE MUST contain components that are reusable by other components and applications.

4. The Service Provider environment MUST support the ability to automatically deploy, withdraw and publish services.
5. When an application or component is removed from the Service Provider environment the resources within the Service Provider environment (e.g. IP ports of components) SHOULD wherever appropriate be reverted to the state prior to the installation of that component or applications, and made available for other components and applications.

6. It MUST be possible for the Service Provider to manage data related with subscriptions to services (e.g. user profile information).

7. The Service Provider environment MUST support the capabilities to store and manage (e.g. read/write) information related to the existence of components, applications and the relationship between components and applications.
8. Through a standardised interface the Service Provider environment MUST be able to provide information related to the existence of components, applications and the relationship between components and applications.

9. Each component and associated interfaces in the Service Provider environment MUST be backward compatible and support version control and the ability to simultaneously operate multiple versions of an interface.

10. Each component in the Service Provider environment MUST support a standard way of allowing the Service Providers to perform life-cycle functions, e.g. install, extract, upgrade, downgrade, stop, start and stall.

11. Each component in the Service Provider environment MUST be aware of other components that either depends on that component or which it relies on to provide a service.
