1 Reason for Contribution

An action item from the Barcelona FTF meeting was to produce changes request to the RD to reflect that requirements are on the client not on the user.
2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution presents rephrasing of the affected requirements.
3 Detailed Proposal

6.1.4:

8. The client MUST allow the user to set filtering rules on what email to synchronize with the mobile client:

· From who

· What folders to monitor

· When
9. The client MUST allow the user to set filtering rules on what event to synchronize with the mobile client.

10. The client MUST allow the user to change filtering rules from its mobile client

11. The client MUST allow the user to set filtering rules on what client e-mail events to synchronize with the server.
13. The client MUST allow the user to set from its client the preferred way to be notified about new e-mails based on capabilities of client and network:

a.  when notification is used (e.g. SMS, Push, MMS, …)

b. if events are accessed by client (when, how, what is initially part of the event)

14. The client MUST allow the user to select how e-mail server should present new e-mail events to the client and to select how the client reacts to such events and therefore how the new e-mail is reflected in the client repository:

c. A few meta-data, no stored e-mail

d. A give size of the e-mail

e. The whole e-mail without attachment

f. The whole e-mail with attachment

15. The client MUST allow the user to manually initiate access to e-mail that has arrived on the server but is not yet on the client.

16. The client MUST allow the user to manually access more e-mail data when only a portion is stored on the client (e.g. more of the body, a specific attachment, more of a specific attachment, the rest of the body, the whole e-mail with all attachments).

17. The client MUST allow the user to set, including from his mobile, how e-mail events are sent to or accessed by the client and other e-mail settings that may affect the server behaviour.

19. The client MUST allow the user to forward an e-mail with attachment without downloading the attachment to the client.

20. The client MUST allow the user to forward an e-mail not completely downloaded without having to download the remainder to the client.
