· Enhanced URI List Support for chat call

· PoC Session establishment wherein the participants are chat group members or individuals.

The feature proposed herein allows a PoC user to arrange a PoC session to multiple chat groups and individuals.
1.1.2 Actors

The involved actors are:

· A manager, the manager's manager, and the members of multiple chat groups

· PoC service provider(s)

1.1.2.1 Actor Specific Issues

The issue for the actors is:

· A manager wants to establish a chat PoC session by referring to multiple PoC chat groups and individuals.
1.1.2.2 Actor Specific Benefits

The benefits for the actors are:

· Chat PoC session participants:
· Allows collaboration with several PoC chat groups and individuals at once without an aggregated group of all members being administratively created. 
· Service provider:

· Provides an improved service experience. 
· Increase PoC usage and revenue by catering to the consumer and enterprise market.

1.1.3 Pre-conditions

The required pre-conditions are:

· Chat group information is stored on different group list management server(s) operated by one or more PoC service providers; for example, there are four lists on four group list servers: the development group of company1, and three sales groups of company2, company3, and company4.
· There are no policies preventing members of each groups being on a PoC session with non-group members.  The manager and manager's manager may or may not belong to one of the groups.

· The manager is permitted to establish a session with the network that has no other participants than the manager.

1.1.4 Post-conditions

The required post-conditions are:

· A chat PoC session between members of the different groups, the manager, and the manager's manager has been established.  

1.1.5 Normal Flow

The normal flow is:

· The manager establishes a session for use for this chat PoC session and acquires the identity of the session.  This session has only one participant, namely the manager.

· The manager advertises the session identity to the chat groups and other individuals.

· The individuals and chat group members join the PoC session to become participants of the chat PoC session. 
· The manager releases the session, and the chat session ends.   
1.1.6 Alternative Flow

· If a particular invited chat group has privacy requirements that do not permit the members to participate with members outside the chat group, and such members are able to receive group advertisements, then presumably they will not be able to join the PoC session advertised in the group advertisement.  
1.1.7 Operational and Quality of Experience Requirements

· Members of chat groups and other individuals are able to join a chat PoC session that has multiple chat groups and individuals.  It is not necessary to administratively create a special chat group for this purpose.The 
Derived / Proposed Requirements

· The originating PoC user MUST be able to establish PoC session with only the manager as a participant. 

· The originating PoC user MUST be able to send a group advertisement to advertise the PoC session to the chat groups and other individuals.

· The chat group members MUST be able to join the created session (Note: this requirement assumes there are no privacy issues for those chat groups that prohibit their members from joining a PoC session that has members not of the same chat group).
