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1. Overall Description:

SA1 would like to thank the OMA REQ Working Group and the OMA REQ PoC 2 Ad Hoc Group for their LS (S1-060164) on PoC Session Priority Access Levels. We appreciate OMA engaging 3GPP in matters of mutual interest.

SA1 is actively engaged in conducting a Feasibility Study for Multimedia Priority Service (MPS). MPS is intended to provide priority access to multimedia communications resources for authorized users during times of emergencies or disasters. This includes providing the needed priority capabilities for voice, data, video, messaging and multimedia services to authorized users in the PLMN. The MPS Feasibility Study has identified different levels of user priority. These priority levels are assigned to authorized users and managed by a regional entity (e.g., National Communications System [NCS] in the U.S.). Push to talk Over Cellular (PoC) has been identified as a Use Case for the MPS Feasibility Study. This Feasibility Study expected to be completed during 3Q of 2006. In addition, SA1 intends to create a work item to develop Stage 1 requirements for MPS.

The PoC 2.0 Session Priority Access Levels work in OMA may have some synergy with the MPS work item, but more information is needed to determine the possible relationship and interactions that could exist between the two services. 

The OMA liaison indicates that the primary use case for PoC 2.0 Session Priority Access Level is motivated by the need to support national security and emergency preparedness (NS/EP) official communications. In particular, the Wireless Priority Service (WPS) supported by the National Communications System, and the Integrated Wireless Network initiative in the U.S. are mentioned as drivers for this work. It is our understanding that the IWN network is basically a land mobile radio (LMR) network, whereas WPS and MPS are/shall be implemented on cellular/IMS-based public networks.

SA1 would appreciate additional clarification in several areas:

1. What is your view of the relationship between WPS, IWN, and PoC Priority?

2. Is PoC an IWN-specific requirement? 

3. Have the government agencies responsible for WPS and IWN provided input to the PoC Priority requirements?

4. The OMA liaison describes five levels of priority service that could be assigned. How do these five priority levels relate to the PoC crisis event (or other events) handling that is specified in the current baseline version of PoC Version 2? Are the five priority levels specified in PoC Version 2? Have additional requirements or call flows been developed that would help 3GPP determine how the OMA PoC priority service work relates to the 3GPP MPS work effort?

5. Have pre-emption requirements been specified for PoC Session Priority Access?

6. Are PoC Session Priority Access levels intended only for voice or do they pertain to other services (e.g., messaging, etc.)?

7. How are the PoC Session Priority Access levels invoked?

We hope that you find this input useful, and appreciate receiving clarification on the additional information requested to help us progress the MPS Feasibility Study.
