Note-on-AD: Our justification of skipping AD phase is as follows:

The World-Wide Web is well understood by everyone. It is not as if we (OMA) are specifically changing anything about that architecture for mobility. Any changes that are motivated by mobility are at the transport level, and are out of scope for what we are specifying. This last phase of Browsing Enhancements is not really architectural at all. If there were architectural elements that were to arise, we have essentially ceded that to W3C at the language level, and to 3GPP/3GPP2 at the transport level.
