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1 Reason for Contribution

OMA received an ILS from 3GPP SA3, registered as document OMA-REQ-2009-0093, to clarify a number of technical issues concerning the CBCS and SCIDM Enablers. 

This input contribution proposes some text to send back to 3GPP to respond to their liaison statement S3-090612.
2 Summary of Contribution

Section 3 proposes the text to be sent to 3GPP SA3 in response to their liaison statement S3-090612.  A few caveats:
· This contribution only clarifies issues regarding SCIDM and CBCS.  Note that liaison statement S3-090612 from 3GPP SA3 also contained questions on Mobile Spam Reporting, which this contribution does not address.

· This contribution does not propose the complete OLS to be sent back to 3GPP SA3; in particular it does not contain the usual administrative and “courtesy” text for an OLS.  We trust that this can be easily added when the OLS itself  is drafted.

3 Detailed Proposal

The CBCS and SCIDM Enablers have a different purpose.  The purpose of the CBCS Enabler is to categorize and screen content.  The purpose of SCIDM is to associate a unique identifier to content, which can be used for various purposes such as tracking.

The SCIDM Enabler assigns an identifier to content and associates content attributes with it, but does not perform UC detection.  On the contrary, the CBCS Enabler could be used to categorize content as "UC".

Moreover, SCIDM content identifiers differ from CBCS categories in many respects:

· A SCIDM content identifier uniquely identifies the content in question; a CBCS category does not.
· A SCIDM content identifier is usually derived from the content itself (e.g. by computing a digest) and can be attached to or embedded in the content; this is not true for CBCS categories.
· CBCS categories are interpretable by humans (e.g. "minimum  recomended age 13") whereas SCIDM identifiers are typically opaque datastructures, intended only for machine processing.

SCIDM and CBCS are independent Enablers and were not specifically designed to interoperate or complement each other, however they are not incompatible and can be used in conjunction with each other.   One could use CBCS to label content as UC and prevent it from being delivered to the user, whereas one could use SCIDM to identify the content, retrieve the associated metadata, and track it.
