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1 Reason for Change

Both HLF-015 and HLF-016 requirements mention “AOI Clients registered in an AOI Server”, while there is no independent and apparent requirement about this registration mechanism. Additionally, in requirement CM-001, the connections between AOI Client and AOI Server is introduced; and in requirement SEC-001, an authentication relationship between the AOI Client and the AOI Server shall be supported too. Both of these two requirements are based on the registration between AOI Client and AOI Server.

	The AOI Enabler SHALL allow AOI Enabled Server Application to send notifications to all instances of an AOI Enabled Client Application that are associated to a user of that application and that are installed in devices with AOI Clients registered in an AOI Server.

So we think the registration/deregistration mechanism between AOI Client and AOI Server is an important requirement for AOI Enabler, and we suggest adding a new requirement about this.
