5.2. Sharing Contact Information

5.2.1
Short Description
This use case describes sharing of personal contact information with other end-users whom subscribe to CAB service.

Alice and Bob are colleagues with common interests.  Each would like to import, obtain and share contact information with each other and subscribe to automatic updates of their contact information.

5.2.2
Actors

Alice and Bob – Are CAB users. Both manage their individual contact list(s) and use it to begin conversations or sending a message.

5.2.1.1 Actor Specific Issues

Alice wants to import and have automatic updates to Bob’s contact information

Bob wants to share some of his own contact information and some of his own personal data from his address book with Alice

5.2.1.2 Actor Specific Benefits

1)
Alice will have contact information stored and managed in the network

2)
Alice can use a single address book to establish different types of communication with her friends having flexible conversation options (e.g. voice/video call, send email, text or start chat). 

3)
Alice benefits by obtaining up to date information for her contact’s which she subscribes to.

4)
Bob is relieved of sending an update to Alice when his personal contact information changes.
5.2.3
Pre-conditions

1) Alice and Bob both subscribe to CAB service.
2) Alice knows Bob’s mobile phone number.
3) Bob knows a messaging address (e.g. email) for Alice.
5.2.4
Post-conditions

1) Alice receives Bob’s current contact information and it is stored/updated in her common address book so she can use the information to initiate communications with Bob.

5.2.5
Normal Flow
1)
Alice adds Bob’s mobile phone number into her CAB

2)
The CAB identifies Bob’s mobile phone number and since Bob subscribes to CAB service it provides Alice with information to subscribe to Bob’s own contact information.

3)
Alice elects to subscribe to Bob’s own contact information.  

4)
Alice receives a notice that a subscribe request was delivered to Bob.

5)
Bob receives a notice that Alice wishes to subscribe to his contact information. 

6)
Bob agrees to allow Alice to subscribe to his own contact information and some of his personal data. 

7)
Alice’s contact list is updated with Bob’s contact information.

8)
Bob changes some of his own contact information.

9)    Alice receives a notice that Bob has made a change to his contact information.   
10)  Bob’s new contact information is updated in Alice’s contact list. 

11)  Alice sends Bob an email using the email address which was published in her contact list.
5.2.6
Alternative Flow
1)
Bob sends Alice an email with a vCard attachment containing his own contact information

2)
Alice imports Bob’s contact information into her CAB.

3)
The CAB recognizes Bob’s information and provides Alice with information to subscribe to Bob’s contact information.
4)
Alice elects to subscribe to Bob’s contact information.

5)
Alice receives a notice that a subscribe request was delivered to Bob.
6)
Bob receives a notice that Alice wishes to subscribe to his contact information. 

7)
Bob agrees to allow Alice to subscribe to his own contact information and some of his personal data. 

8)
Alice contact list is updated with Bob’s contact information and some of his personal data.

9)
Bob updates his business phone number and photo.

10)  Alice receives a notice of a change to Bob’s contact information. 

11)
Alice calls Bob using the new business number and complements him on his new picture.
