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1 Reason for Change

After the conf call, we (Nokia and NSN) reviewed the contents of this proposal. We found some unclear matters and things to improve.
The proposed requirements 1 and 2 mention "vCard". It is mentioned as an example in 2 while not an example in 1, Nokia and NSN acknowledge that the vCard is well established industry standard though, mentioning vCard only is not appropriate. It shall be more generically mentioned as "standard formats".

The proposed requirement 3 mixes the supporting the contact information and the way how it is searched for as the key. The latter is not essential one. Only the former is the key requirement.
Nokia and NSN also raise some questions on "based on user settings (and service provider's policy)" in several requirements. Mainly they are questioned for the needs as follows:
In 1 "based on user settings" - User's import settings have not been discussed. It may have been inserted this that the user may not wish to import any part of the information in the vCard. But, it is the user who triggers import of some information. Why should his own settings impede him again then?

In 2 "based on user settings and service provider's policy" - The user may select what contact information is included in a vCard or what is sent via other means.  The service provider may be providing the other means and my have police on what could be sent (e.g. size and quantity of information). But, should user have to select the format in which to send contact information? On the service provider policies, do we expect that contact information may become so big that it must be policed?

In 4 "service provider policy" - It may be because some operators may wish to reject notifications due to traffic. However, the target user still has to authorize such requests. 
In 5 "based on user preferences and service provider policy" - User may wish to import all changes automatically with out notification or the user may wish to perform a selective view and import so as not to delete preferred stored information (e.g. a picture of the person)..., however, it would be too cumbersome for the user to have to protect his address book from over-writes. To facilitate what the originator intends, we would need a different thing, e.g. a somewhat smart sync facility.
