6 Detailed Change Proposal

6.x Converged Address Book

6.x.1  Description

The user has a single address book across all his devices. This use case describes how converged address book can enhance a user experience by providing synchronisation of all the information of the address book.

6.x.2 Actors

Alice: a user that uses the converged address book.

Bob: a user that uses the converged address book and has his weblog.

6.x.2.1 Actor Specific Issues

Alice has a mobile. She uses her mobile to check her friends’ information. 

Bob has two devices: a mobile and a PC. He uses a mobile to update his presence and uses PC to update his weblog.He wants his friends to read his weblog to know him better.
6.x.2.2 Actor Specific Benefits
Alice can access her friends’ information when changed or updated. And she can contact him with appropriate method and topics.
Bob is able to inform his friends with his latest information.
6.x.3 Pre-conditions

Alice, Bob are both provisioned to use the converged address book service.

Alice and Bob's devices are registered with the CAB System.

6.x.4 Post-conditions

Alice is automatically acknowledged her friends’ latest information..

6.x.5 Normal Flow
1) Alice decides to subscribe to Bob’s Information. Based on Alice’s subscription request, Bob’s information is automatically reflected on her mobile.

2) Once the subscription is accepted by Bob, Alice is notified of Bob’s Information. 

3) Bob updates his weblog from his PC, which describes that he will go to a movie tomorrow.
4) Alice sees in her address book that Bob’s weblog has been updated. She reads his weblog and wants to go to the movie with him.
5) According to Alice’s CAB, Bob’s presence is “moving” and she decides to wait until he arrive at his destination.
6) Bob has arrived his home and he updates his presence 
7) Alice is informed that Bob is in his home. She selects phone to talk with him about movie.
