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1 Reason for Change

The present CR proposes a new use case and an associated of requirements for the CAB enabler in recognition that the CAB enabler could be seen as a repository of contact information that may be used by applications not necessary communications-oriented but rather interaction-oriented (gaming, location routing to another user, …).

The information required for this diverse set of applications shall not be restrained by the concept of the Contact View which is currently defined as:

	Contact View
	A named subset of the contact information of the CAB User to be made available to other users.  The attributes included in a view are selected by the CAB User 


The issue with the Contact View is that it implies an active participation of the CAB User in the determination of which attributes shall be included in a particular view and associates this set of attributes to a named container.
Subject to privacy protection (e.g. involving an adhoc confirmation that the release of the information is acceptable to the user), a particular application may require a combination of contact information that have not been planned for by the CAB User.

Similarly, particular applications may require transverse access to the contact entries available to a CAB User to collect and collate a specific type of information across Contact Entries (e.g. the list of gaming identifiers of the CAB User’s contacts, along with their names to provide a gaming-centered portal to the user, who happens to be at the same time a CAB User).

Change 1:  3.2 - Definitions

	Application
	See [OMADICT]

	CAB User
	A person who has a subscription to a CAB System.  Normally permitted to insert/delete/modify contacts from their contact list as well as permitted to define information to be presented to other users seeking their own contact information.

	Contact Entry
	The information (e.g. name, address, presence subscription information, display name) associated with a contact.

	Contact View
	A named subset of the contact information of the CAB User to be made available to other users.  The attributes included in a view are selected by the CAB User 

	Converged Address Book
	A set of entries called "contacts" commonly available to any registered device. Each contact entry consists of a set of static and/or dynamic information (e.g. name, address, Presence Subscription information, display name). Entries in the database support various addresses from different addressing schemes.

	User Communication Preferences
	The preferences that the CPM User sets regarding the way he prefers to communicate.

	User Preferences Profile
	A set of user settings which controls aspects of how a user perceives and receives services; a user may have several such profiles.


Change 2:  5.x – New Use Case
5.3 Semantic query of the Converged Address Book information
5.3.1 Short Description

This use case describes two sub use cases of semantic-oriented querying of a CAB User’s Converged Address Book information:

· Sub-case A: an Application requires a physical address for the CAB User’s as well as his contact information to ensure the in-hand delivery of an important physical mail package;

· Sub-case B: an Application specialized in gaming provides a customized gaming-oriented portal to the user, across gaming service providers, and proposes services to facilitate gaming services discovery across the gaming community
5.3.2 Actors

Alan is a CAB User.

Beatrice and Charles are two gaming contacts of Alan that are Contact Entries of his Converged Address Book.
Denis is a friend of Alan who is not a gaming contact for Alan.
Games Unlimited is a company specialized in gaming-oriented services.

5.3.2.1 Actor Specific Issues

(Normal flow) Games Unlimited would like to reward Alan’s loyalty as a subscriber and offer him a gift. Alan would like to control the exposure of his personal information and prefers to disclose his personal home address on a request basis.
(Alternative flow) Games Unlimited proposes a portal where all of Alan’s gaming buddies are presented, showing to Alan the games they have access to and the games they have in common. Alan wants to be presented with possible games he may play with his gaming friends without having to explore the information of his contacts one by one.

5.3.2.2 Actor Specific Benefits
The Service Provider gets topical information from the User’s CAB to better serve his needs.

The User may get customized service from a diversity of Service Providers while maintaining protection of his personal information according to his will.
5.3.3 Pre-conditions

Games Unlimited knows where to find the CAB associated to Alan, e.g. on the basis of his gaming identifier.

Alan is a registered subscriber to the services of Games Unlimited.
5.3.4 Post-conditions

(Alternative Flow) Denis’s Contact Entry is not returned at step 3 as his Contact Entry within Alan’s CAB doesn’t contain any gaming-related information.
5.3.5 Normal Flow - 
1) Games Unlimited would like to reward Alan’s loyalty as a subscriber and offer him a gift.

2) Games Unlimited queries Alan’s CAB for a home address and a contact address (in case of problems with the delivery)

3) Optionally, if Alan set the delivery of his home and / or contact address as requiring his confirmation, the CAB enabler requests confirmation from Alan

4) Games Unlimited uses the returned information to handle the logistics with their gift delivery service supplier
5.3.6 Alternative Flow
5) Alan connect to Games Unlimited’ portal through his gaming identifier

6) Games Unlimited queries Alan’s CAB for gaming contacts

7) Alan’s CAB returns Beatrice and Charles’ gaming-related information (e.g. gaming IDs)

8) Games Unlimited retrieves additional information on Alan, Beatrice and Charles, offering Alan’s options to

1. play a game they have subscribed to in common or 

2. subscribe to and play games favorited by either Beatrice or Charles
