4. Alice has uploaded a photo to her sever space, and want share it whit her contact list “friend” in most effective method.
5. Alice then authorize ISP-B to connect CAB system to get information of her contact list “friend”.
6. ISP-B’s system accesses the CAB system using the real time data access interface.
7. CAB system valid ISP-B, and provide Alice’s “friend” contact information to ISP-B using real time access interface
8. ISP-B’s system will share Alice’s photo to her friends according to the contact info and system policy.
