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1 Reason for Change

During the Helsinki interim meeting discussions on the Contact View definition and the agreement of the RDRR resolution OMA-REQ-CAB-2008-0126R02-CR_Resolution_to_CAB_RDRR_A053_A054_A056_and_A075 , the action item CAB-AI0018 was assigned to Ericsson.

The CR0126R02 removed the last 2 sentences of the Contact View definition since they were considered to be a better fit for requirements rather than the definition. The CAB-AI0018 requires to formalize the meaning of the removed sentences in requirements.

 For easy reference, the Contact View definition change from CR0126R02 is pasted below:
	Contact View
	A named subset of the Personal Contact Card of the CAB User to be made available to other users. The attributes included in a view are selected by the CAB User. A Contact View can be defined by both the service provider and by the CAB User. 


The removed sentences are: 
The attributes included in a view are selected by the CAB User. A Contact View can be defined by both the service provider and by the CAB User
and they captured requirements on who can define Contact Views and select attributes that belong to each Contact View.

This CR will map them into requirements, in fulfilment of the AI0018.
