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1 Reason for Contribution

O2 has a few issues which we would like discussed and progressed in the CBCS group.  We understand that we need to develop some contributions/use cases based on these issues but we would like to raise them now so others are aware that they are coming and so that we can fine-tune our input in accordance with the discussion.

3 Detailed Proposal

ACTOR ISSUES

O2 supports the work on Categorization Based Content Screening and believes that it is progressing well.  We have 3 specific issues we would like to be agreed and then we can seek text changes to ensure that they are covered in the documentation.  These 3 issues relate to the discussion in Sydney on Actors.
1. Multiple authorities.  We need to be able to have multiple content screening authorities.  For example there may be one authority which advises about spam signatures and a different authority which advises about adult content, and then a third authority which advises about illegal content.
2. Content Providers – we should identify the two different types of content provider (as discussed in the introduction) in the actor diagram – both those which have a commercial arrangement with the CBCS provider and those which have no commercial arrangement with the CBCS provider.

3. We should clarify that the content subscriber and the CBCS subscriber can be different.

NEW USE CASE

In addition to the above we would like to investigate the following for use cases and requirements:

A content provider has adult content.  This content is delivered with categorization according to a content screening authority (e.g. IMCB in the UK).  However, before the content is delivered there is a check from the CBCS service provider to the Network Operator subscriber database, which advises that the subscriber is under age and therefore the CBCS service provider does not allow the content through.  Note that the CBCS service provider could be the same actor as the content provider, or the same actor as the Network Operator.
This use case shows that we need a link from the CBCS service provider to the Network Operator’s subscriber database.

CONTENT TYPES

We would like to have some discussion in the RD on illegal content.  There is an organisation looking into the problem of illegal content called the Internet Watch Foundation, URL here:
