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1 Reason for Contribution

Customized Multimedia Ringing (CMR) comprises a set of techniques that enable the setting and presentation of customized multimedia information to an end user according to a specified event, e.g. the establishment of a call, the arrival of a message or mail. A common use to this is that the multimedia information is customized by subscriber to replace the traditional ring back tone or ringing tone during call establishment. There are some basic high level requirements about CMR.
