Change 1:  4. Introduction
CPNS enabler facilitates the communication between WPAN devices and CPNS server using the cellular network. The main objective of the enabler is to allow different PNEs as part of the PN to communicate with CPNS server as well as between each other for the purpose of CPNS service provision.

The main CPNS enabler entities are: 

· CPNS server
· PN GW/mobile phone
· PNE
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Figure 1. CPNS Enabler- Main actors
On one side, CPNS server and the PN GW/mobile phone are the components of a cellular network, while on the other side a mobile phone and PNEs are elements of Personal Network. 
This enabler considers the interfaces and interaction between these two networks.   

CPNS server is the key network element that replies to requests from PN GW/Mobile Phone and delivers the requested content to the PN GW/Mobile Phone.
PN GW/Mobile Phone serves as an intermediary entity between the server and PNEs that forwards the received content from the CPNS server to the PNEs

PNEs are PN entities that are wirelessly connected to the PN GW/Mobile Phone and are used for rendering the content received from the PN GW/Mobile Phone.
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
