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1 Reason for Change

This CR proposes changes to two existing high-level requirements in the CPNS RD:
· CPNS-HLF-009: It would be clearer with regards to mode-changing of CPNS devices to be either that of a PNE or a PN GW.
· CPNS-HLF-010: At the functional requirements level, explicit wording about “CPNS server” is not desirable/necessary, esp. when considering that both Client-Server and Peer-to-Peer architectire models will be supported by CPNS.  Also, the example text about CPNS devices moving across access networks, and associated switching of network interfaces is not appropriate for this requirement.
These changes were originally proposed in CR-0077R01 from Qualcomm which was discussed but not agreed during the April-09 Helsinki meeting.  The reason was to allow/solicit comments from Toshiba, which had originally introduced those requirements, as well as from any other companies.  Qualcomm took the action to initiate email discussion on this topic and after three weeks and a couple reminders from Qualcomm, there has not been any related feedback.  Accordingly, towards progressing the completion of the CPNS RD, the originally proposed wording changes for HLR-009 and -010 are again provided in this CR.
R01 deletes the proposed modification of the definition for CPNS-HLF-010, due to lack of consensus on the intent of the original requirement.
