This RDRR comment A163 focuses on the HLF-032 which derived from B.10 Zone Based Service. 

The HLF-032, one requirement does not satisfy the scenario of B.10 Zone Based Service. Absolutely, HLF-032 requirement is needed for B.10 Zone Based Service though. One minor thing from this requirement needs to be clarified. That is ‘automatic search’. Probably, the meaning of ‘automatic search’ may be considered that the PN GW can search the PNE without requesting from CPNS User. Then, it might be enough with ‘periodic search’. 

One thing to be taken into consideration is the role of PN GW in the scenario of zone based service. The zone PN GW provides a specific service in a zone then the general PN GW. If not, the CPNS User uses just CPNS service which user wants to use, not which a service offer uniquely wants to provide. For example, in a restaurant the zone PN GW should provide the Menu to the customer. However, if the zone PN GW acts as the general PN GW, then the customer uses just CPNS service not the restaurant menu. Therefore, the zone PN GW shall notify a PNE when the CPNS user enters in the zone and advertise to the PNE its existence and service which it can provide. In addition, the zone PN GW shall ask its service to the CPNS server without requesting service from the PNE.
