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1 Reason for Change

After several meetings a remark is done about Server Group definition: Why the Service Group cannot have several GWs?
If a Service Group can have several GWs, the number of PNE is unlimited and the Service Group can be shared between different areas.
In the Service Group Use Case (CR 0048R03), John and Steve want to play the same mobile network-game as a team using their own device respectively. But John and Steve have to be in the same area. 
If other participants or teams want to play with John and Steve, they have to be in the same area

With this new definition, the area is not limited. Several PAN/Teams can be in the same Service Group.
After the 23rd CC and the INP 165 (OMA-REQ-CPNS-2009-0165-INP_Group_Service_Several_Gateways), the CPNS members agree about this new Service Group definition. This CR allows to modify this definition in the RD.
