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1 Reason for Contribution

The set of dynamic property names in a device can be changed due to installation and deletion of software, hardware or network component. By advertising new supported dynamic property the service provider can provide more optimized service for the capability of the user’s device which met his expectations.

2 Summary of Contribution

DPE client should be able to notify, in 'if-changed' bases, service providers of supported dynamic property names.
3 Detailed Proposal

This use case is not intended to be incorporated in DPE RD but to derive new High-Level Functional Requirement.
5.8 Dynamic Property Names Use Case
5.8.1  ASK  \* MERGEFORMAT Short Description

A user installs an application which creates a new dynamic property. DPE client notifies application service provider of new dynamic property set. The service provider provides suited services considering new dynamic property.
5.8.2 Actors

User: The user of the device being used to access services provided by the application service provider.

Application Service Provider: The application service provider provides content to the user and wishes to match to the greatest extent possible the content being provided to the current capabilities of the device and preferences of the user.
5.8.2.1 Actor Specific Issues

User: The user wishes to have the best experience of the services being consumed, according to the latest device capability and  performance.

Application Service Provider: The application service provider wishes to provide a good experience for users so that they are compelling, while utilising the current capabilities of the device and honouring the preferences of the user.
5.8.2.2 Actor Specific Benefits

User: The user experience is as good as the capabilities of the device.

Application Service Provider: The service provider is able to provide a good experience for the user.
5.8.3 Pre-conditions

User: The user has a DPE enabled device in which authentication modality is static device property.
Application Service Provider: The application service provider provides service to the user and wishes to match to the greatest extent possible the service being provided to the current capabilities of the device.. 
5.8.4 Post-conditions

User: Has consumed a tailored service optimised for the latest capability and performance of the device which meets his/her expectations.
Application Service Provider: Has provided the user with a tailored service according to best suited to the capabilities of the user’s device which met his expectations.
5.8.5 Normal Flow

This flow describes the use case that DPE client notifies the application service provider of current supported  dynamic property names when the device detects new hardware, software, or network component considered as a new dynamic property/

.

1. The user installs finger print verification module in his/her device. The device registers dynamic property name, “authentication modality”, and sets its value to the finger print verification.
2. The DPE client notifies the application service provider of current supported dynamic property name including authentication modality.
3. The user tries to use his/her device to browse an application service provider’s web site.

4. The application service provider and user perform authentication process based on not password input but finger print verification technology.
5.8.6 Alternative Flow 1

Step 1-2 same as above.

3. The user installs the voice recognition verification module into his/her device.
4. The user switches on hands free mode and authentication modality value is changed to the voice recognition verification.
5. The user’s device notifies the application service provider of the value of authentication modality characteristic on an “if-changed” basis.
6. The user tries to use device to browse an application service provider’s web site.

7. The application service provider and user perform authentication process based on not finger print verification technology but voice verification.
