3 Detailed Proposal

1. Suggest changing the title of RD to ‘Global Permissions Management Requirements’.
2. Suggest adding one sentence to ‘scope section’ since ‘permissions checking’ is one item GPM can provide and also can be used by other OMA service enablers:
OMA service enablers that enable presence and location services already have specific requirements on how principal related information is released. GPM provides generic permissions checking before information related to end-user is released and permissions management, which can be used by other OMA service enablers. Therefore, the requirements contained in this document are limited to those generic aspects, e.g. defining the types of permissions, the storage, management, provisioning and re-use of such permissions and of introducing the notion of notifying a Permissions Target of any changes to permissions and of getting users consent to those changes.

5. ‘Target Attribute Consumer’ is defined below:
	Target Attribute Requester
	Any principal (or group of principals) that originates a target request.


What does ‘group of principals’ mean here? Does it mean that one group URI on behalf of a group of principals originates a target request? 
6. Changes to OSR-25 and OSR-28
	OSR-25
	The GPM enabler SHALL support principals (e.g. Permissions Manager, Target Attribute Requester, Target Attribute Consumer, Ask Target etc.) located in the same or different domains to the Permissions Target
	


	OSR-28
	The GPM enabler MAY support the ability for a Target Attribute Requester to indicate and provide proof that the target is being sent under a business agreement.
