As the document #0008 was "agreed" and the contents were included in the draft RD, the requirement section 6.1 in the draft RD has become:

This requirement probably came from the alternative flow 2 "Subscription with notification to the subscriber" in the document #0008. The arrow line 6 "informs James about change of subscription" does not inform the subscription change without subscriber's prior knowledge. This arrow line shall be interpreted as one of the "kind" user service.
The author believes that this arrow line is used by the subscriber to know the current status of his/her subscription at any time. The above requirement will be re-written accordingly.
3 Detailed Proposal

If the author's understanding is correct, the above mentioned requirement shall be modified as below.
