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1 Reason for Contribution

This input contribution proposes a more generic solution to the issues analysed in the input contribution OMA-GSSM-2006-0066-INP_DCD_Enabler_requirements_analysis by China Mobile and Bridgewater Systems. As the GSSM needs to be used by many different enablers, we need to define such requirements that would fulfil the needs of the DCD and other enablers. 
2 Summary of Contribution

In the table below, a comparison is made against some existing GSSM requirements and some additions are proposed that should fill the gap between what DCD and potential other enablers need and what GSSM can offer.

3 Detailed Proposal

	Subscription Profile
