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1 Reason for Contribution

This contribution is to provide the possible solutions to action item 2006-05 & 2006-06.
2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution provides the analysis with the different definitions in the GSSM RD/OMA Dictionary regarding to the Service/Subscriber and Service Provider/Content Provider. Base on the above analysis, we provide our possible solutions in the recommendation session.
3 Detailed Proposal

GSSM-2006-A005: Yi Liu to review definitions of Service and Subscriber and submit new definitions to ARC as CR against OMA Dictionary
 “Service” in the OMA dictionary:
“A selection from the portfolio of offerings made available by a service provider, which the user may subscribe to and be optionally charged for.  A service may utilize one or more service enablers.”
“Service” in the GSSM RD:

“A selection from the portfolio of offerings made available by a service provider, which principals may subscribe to and be optionally charged for. A service may utilize one or more service enablers and/or other authorised
resources.”
Solution: add the sentence “and/or other authorised resources” to the OMA dictionary.
“Subscriber” in the OMA dictionary:
“A Subscriber is an entity (e.g. a user) that is engaged in a Subscription with a service provider.”
“Subscriber” in the GSSM RD:
A subscriber is a principal that is engaged in a service subscription with a service provider. The subscriber is allowed to setup, terminate, change, query his/her subscriptions by actions such as subscribing and unsubscribing services, registering authorized user(s) for using the service, and setting subscription preferences and/or service usage constraints for associated

users(s).
Solution: make s CR to the ARC group and change the definition of  subscriber.

GSSM-2006-A006: Yi Liu to work with DCD group to create more general definitions for Service Provider and Content Provider such that a CR can be raised against the OMA dictionary to have them included.
There is no definition in the current GSSM RD about “Service Provider”.
There is no definition in the current OMA dictionary about “Content Provider”,  Definition of “Content Provider” in the GSSM RD is: “A source for the content to the end user or to the Service Provider.”
Solution: there is no need to add the definition of “Service Provider”, but need to include the “Content Provider” into the OMA dictionary by draft a CR.
