Change 1:  Add ‘Look and Feel Content Protection’ Use Case to RD

5.x Look and Feel Content Protection
5.x.1  ASK  \* MERGEFORMAT Short Description

John has been subscribed to the LFC service, and John’s friend Mike like his customisation content very much, so Mike want John to copy the customisation content to him through USB, Bluetooth, or some other ways.
According to the terms of DRM, when a subscription wants to transfer the customisation information to other unauthorized person, we should take some measure to notify the subscription about the correspondent effect and may refuse the operation.
5.x.2 Actors

· User – Possesses the Device and interacts with the LFC Client during LFC activities.
· Device - Equipment being used by the User and host of the LFC Client.
· LFC Client – Device component that participates in LFC-related communication with the server.
· LFC Server - Server component that participates in LFC-related communication with the LFC Client.
· Unauthorized user –  have no right to use the LFC customisation content
5.x.2.1 Actor Specific Issues

· User: When content is being copied to others, the User wants to be warned and needs to know why it is not being allowed. He does not want to be surprised when items can’t be copied to others. 

· Device: It needs to be able to run normally.

· LFC Client:  Needs to be able to notify the LFC Server and trust this server when given correspondent instructions. 
· LFC Server: Needs to know what measures should be taken based on the policy, as this server will issue the correspondent commands to the appropriate Device(s). 
5.x.2.2 Actor Specific Benefits

· User: Will not be accused for the DRM problem.
· Device: Not copy the customisation content to unauthorized user
· LFC Server: Ensure content not be diffused unauthorized
5.x.3 Pre-conditions

· Service Provider has pre-configured the LFC Server with the business rules to enact when a subscription report for the unauthorized content diffusing.
· The content has DRM protected.
5.x.4 Post-conditions

· LFC Server is informed of correspondent process outcome.

5.x.5 Normal Flow

1. LFC Client notifies the LFC Server for the unauthorized customisation content diffusing.
2. The LFC Server instructs the LFC Client to refuse the user’s operation. 
3. The LFC Client notifies the User about why the operation is refused but without confirmation.
4. The LFC Client execute the operation the Server instructs.
5. the LFC Client notifies the LFC Server for the outcome of the operation .

5.x.6 Alternative Flow 1
3. The LFC Client notifies the User about why the operation is refused with confirmation.
4. The User refuse to the confirmation.
5. The LFC Client notifies the LFC Server for the result of the user’s confirmation.
6. The LFC Server takes some effective measures (such as charging with the user and permit for his copy action, confirm to refuse to copy or etc ) based on the policy predefined on the server.
