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1 Reason for Change

The scanning requirements have been change to ‘future release’. However some inconsistencies in these requirements remain.
In particular, based on past action points, scanning utility should be change to content scanning. The SP should be avoided for these requirements to be consistent with all the other requirements in the MobAd RD.

Ad Engine should be change to MobAd Enabler.
