1 Reason for Change

In order to provide friendly user’s experience, the application server needs to choose appropriate content to deliver to the application client according to Radio Access Technology Type (RAT Type).  
For example, when the user’s UE is accessing the TD-LTE network, the streaming platform delivers high-quality audio and high-definition video to the streaming client. If the user leaves the TD-LTE network and enters the 2G network, the streaming platform will sense the change of RAT Type and lower the qulity of audio and the definition of video.
In general, there are two ways to enable the application server to get RAT Type: provided by the application client, provided by the network device (e.g. GGSN, P-GW, WAP GW, Radius Server).

Thus, the application client needs to get RAT Type and perceive the changes of RAT Type from the Connection Management of the UE. 

For the aboving reason, we suggest adding the requirement of RAT Type to OpenCMAPI RD.
